Hand dyed wool for background and border (fat quarter to ½ yd)
Assorted Fat 1/4’s of fun cotton fabrics for applique

Textural green hand dyed wool, cottons, velvets and silks for stems and leaves

Assorted scraps and fat 1/8ths of hand dyed wools, hand dyed silk velvet and taffeta silk in varying shades for appliqué

¼ yard Presto Sheer for stabilizing silk velvet
